If you are a non-European Union citizen and your stay
in Italy will be longer than 90 days, you will need a
residence permit (“Permesso di soggiorno”) issued by
the Immigration Police (“Questura”). The University is
providing a special assistance service for obtaining the
permit: the SAOS. The residence permit application
procedure needs to start within 8 working days after
your arrival to Italy

2. Climate

The climate is continental, with great extremes of temperature. Bring suitable clothing with you. During the winter months
(November to February), temperatures may be as low as -5 degrees and it is sometimes foggy. Spring is sunny and
often warm. Summer may be hot and humid. The average temperature range s between 0 degrees in Winter and 30
degrees in Summer.

3. Transports in Padova

Padova is quite a small town and therefore the easiest way to get around is by walking or cycling. It is very easy to buy a
used bicycle.

For those who want to take advantage of the "APS Mobilita" public bus service (a ticket costs Euro 1.20), we suggest the
monthly bus season ticket which costs about Euro 24 .00 a month. It can be obtained from "APS Mobilita", by presenting
a photo and a certificate of student status prepared by International Relations Office of our University.

4. Post offices

Post offices are usually open from 8.30 am to 2 pm (1 pm on Saturdays). The Central Post Office (Corso Garibaldi, 25)
remains open until 6.30 pm (Monday to Saturday).
